Based on Modern Language Association (MLA)
You must list your items alphabetically according to surname or title.
Consult minimum of 2-3 sources when doing an essay, assignment or research. Compare these sources for their accuracy – e.g. check dates and figures.
Books:
1. Surname.
2. First name(s)

3. Title (underlined)

4. Place and date of Publication: Publisher, Year
For Example
For books with just one author:

Cooke, Kaz. Real Gorgeous. St Leonards, NSW: Allen & Unwin, 1994
For books with two authors (note, the second author has first name first, then surname):
Welleck, Rene and John Warren. Theory of Literature 3rd ed, Harcourt, New York, 1962
For books with three authors or more, write “et al” (meaning “and others”):

Bailyn, Bernard, et al. The Great Republic. Lexington, MA: D.C. Heath, 1977       
Internet:
1. Author, if given (same format as for books) OR relevant source information
2. “Title” of article
3. Organisation (in italics if using a computer, underlined if handwritten).
4. Date of publication or last revision of website OR publication date.

6. (Date of access)

1. Author – if indicated (same format as for books)
2. “Title” of article

3. Full title of Encyclopedia (underlined)

Hammond, William H. “Media and the War”. Encyclopedia of the Vietnam War.  New York: Macmillan Library Reference, 1996.
For magazine articles with two, three or more authors do the same as you would with books (see earlier).
Personal Contact:
1. Surname of interviewee

2. First name or initial of interviewee

3. How the interview was conducted and your name

4. Date: Day/Month/Year of interview

5. Mention that an appropriate record of the interview is available upon request.
